We have total responsi-
bility for the make up of the grid for pre-‘65
Grand Prix cars on Sunday and have agreed
to take over responsibility for filling the grid
for the pre-‘61 Flockhart Trophy Race on
Saturday, although the trophy must go to a
VSCC member. In addition we hope to pro-
vide a significant number of drum-braked
sports cars for the 50s race, also on Sunday.

Grand Premio do Porto
Different, dramatic, dangerous – all words used
to describe the new town circuit of Porto. Last
used in the early 1960s, long before the health
and safety police had any influence on our enjoy-
ment, the circuit is very different to that which
most HGPCA members have raced on before. It
is a dramatic circuit but only dangerous for the
foolish.
Porto city had clearly spent many millions of tax-
payers euros to cut out a town circuit based

largely on the track used by Moss, Brabham and
other past greats. At 4.3 km in length, with a
1000 metre straight and a narrow section
through the houses packed with the owners’
families watching from their balconies, it is not a
circuit for the faint hearted! ‘Better than Pau or
Monaco’ said one of out race winners; certainly
the marshalling was superb and with a few minor
modifications, the track will be equally superb.
The Association had the honour of being invited

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to provide three grids of cars for the first ever
‘Grande Premio Historic do Porto’, a pre 1961
Grand Prix car grid, a pre 1966 Grand Prix car
grid and a grid of drummers. A generous hospi-
tality package was of fered to Association
members in the form of subsidised flights/hotel
accommodation and various social gatherings;
nevertheless our grids were weak and quantity
wise, not entirely a credit to ourselves.  Perhaps
the persieved distance and school holidays may
have discouraged some entries - hopefully they
will now realise what they missed and be more
than happy to enter in 2007.
Racing for each grid consisted of 30 minutes un-
timed practice, 30 minutes of qualifying practice
and a 40 minute race (reduced to 30 minutes in
the case of the pre 1966 grid). With the first
practice session at 11am on Friday and the last
HGPCA race ending at 7pm on Sunday, it was a
long weekend.

The 22 entr ies for the pre 1961 grid was
reduced to 19 by ‘no-shows’. Stephan
Schollwoeck headed the practice times some
1/5th of a second faster than Allan Miles, at last
making the Gerry Hann Maserati 250F work
properly. A flying Ian Nuthall was third in the
green Alta with Mac Hulbert fourth in ERA R4D.
It was nice to see two Portuguese guest drivers,
Tiago Gouveia in a beautiful T35B Bugatti and
Rodrigo Gallego in John M orley ’s A type
Connaught joining us on the grid. Only 16 cars
made the start for Sunday’s race, the Alta and
Connaught having suffered mechanical prob-
lems in practice and Geoff Williams withdrawing
after his wife was injured in a Porto taxi crash.

Lap 4 and Charles Dean retired his Bugatti having
glanced against the unforgiving concrete walls.
At half distance, Mike Haywood spun his Cooper
and retired. The race for the lead between
Stephan and Allan held everyone’s attention, the
two drivers swapping places on each lap. On the
last lap, Allan, with a car stuck in gear, stopped
with heat exhaustion and Graham Burrows failed
to finish in fifth place having colleted a barrier on
route to the chequered flag. Congratulation to
Dick Smith in the Frazer Nash – both lasted for
the full 40 minutes!
21 HGPCA members entered their pre 1966
Grand Prix cars for this race – only 17 made the
journey to Porto. This was sad as, according to
the programme and the awards on off er at
Sunday’s prize-giving, this was the premier his-
toric race of the weekend. At the end of practice
Danny Wright in Philip Walker’s Brabham was
some three seconds f aster than the second
placed car, Irvine Laidlaw. Irvine had set his time
on lap 1 as on lap 2 he collected a barrier which
comprehensively modified the Brabham to end
its racing for the weekend. Heading class 10 was
Trevor Needham in his Cooper whilst first in

class 9 was a very much ‘on-form’ Brain Jolliffe.
Both Mac Hulbert (LDS) and Adrian van der Kroft
(Cooper) only managed one lap of practice, Mac
to retire with mechanical problems. Michael
Schryver broke a drive-shaft on lap two and was
very pessimistic that paddock welding of the
offending article would hold for the race. 
With both the Brabhams sidelined (Irvine crash
and Danny final drive), it left Michael on pole
with a delighted Barry Cannell in second position
in his Cooper T53. Michael was in a class of his
own in the Lotus 18, leading from pole to the
chequered flag – a very fitting result for this car
which had been raced by John Surtees in August
1960 in the Portuguese Grand Prix on the old
Boavista circuit. Behind Michael, Rod Jolley and
Barry Cannell, both in ex-works Coopers, diced
for second place throughout the race, resolved
when Rod made one of his rare mistakes and col-
lected the tyres in front of the presentation
podium. Adrian van der Kroft finished an excel-
lent third after starting from the back of the grid
because of gearbox problems in practice. There
were twelve finishers in the race!
Irvine Laidlaw headed the drummers practice
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cars and Maserati Racing Cars (30 mins)
