Seat-belt fixings
Safety Notice

As members may be aware, last month Jean-
Louis Duret had an unfortunate accident with
his Cooper T 51 at Silverstone. On contacting
the track barriers, one of his seat-belt mount-
ing brackets broke allowing his body to fall
forward and contact the steering wheel.

On Sunday the MSA scrutineer examined all
the HGPCA cars fitted with seat belts and
found another nine cars with dangerous fitting
of belts.

A note has been put into the appropriate
newsletter envelopes warning the car owners
of the problem, quite simply it is that the
anchorage point and the bracket for the
shoulder straps is either bent or fitted in such
a way that when the straps are called into
use, the bracket could break.
