In the
elearly 1990s he bought a half share in Maserati 250F CM8, which he rebuilt
Cewith co-owner Robin Lodge.

Gunnar owned his own Tiger Moth and had recently bought a Harvard 11B
afighter trainer to replace the excitement that the 250F used to bring.

Autodromo dell'Umbria - 13/14th October

The Association’s very good friend Patrizia Capuzzo, who, in the past, has organised the popular events
we have supported at Monza and Imola, has invited the Association to provide grids for the premier races
meeting she is planning at the circuit del’'Umbria near Perugia in Italy. We know that many of you miss tr
racing we enjoyed in Italy and so we hope to support the event with one grid of Grand Prix cars (all class
and a grid of Sports-cars.

The 2.5 kilometre circuit is similar to, but shorter than those at Nogaro and Val de Vienne, but, being a F
Grade 2 circuit, it is wide. There is ample paddock space at the circuit with power and water available and
Association will be allocated 10 pit-box garages capable of taking 3/4 cars each. Access to the circuit is ve
easy, being about 2km from the dual carriageway running south to Perugia. Ryanair fly to Perugia (25 minu
away) and Pisa, Rome and Bologna are about 2 hours away. Umbria has beautiful rolling hills dotted with ¢
tles and fortresses and the lake Trasimeno (fourth largest in Italy) is adjacent to the circuit. The Prada fact
shop is 45 km away and locally are many other shops selling typical artesian products.

We have indicated our interest in taking part in this meeting but will not confirm our participation until we
have received a firm commitment of support from you, the members — enough to make our races viat
Below this letter you will find a proforma which we ask you to return before the end of February.

In the immediate vicinity of the circuit are a number of recognised Italian hill-climb courses. Over the weel
end planned for our visit, because the “Giro dell’'Umbria” will be taking place using some of these hill-climbs
they will be marshalled for competition. It is planed that, on Saturday afternoon, all HGPCA cars, both Grar
Prix and Sports-cars, will make climbs of the nearest hill - a 3.5 km long hill about 10 km from the circuit. £
police escort will lead the non-road registered cars in a convoy from the circuit, through Magione town to tl
start of the hill-climb.
