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Driver’s safety equipment for Europe

Those members who are returning to Europe, or are making their first trip to compete
in a European race meeting, should be aware of the differences in standards for dri-
ver's safety equipment. The standards which apply are shown in the following para-
graphs.

HELMETS

For International events, only helmets that are listed on the FIATechnical List 25 are
permissible. These standards are shown below:

 FIAStandard 8860-2004 (used in Formula One and Formula 3000)

« Snell SA 2000 (ensure that the helmet is SA 2000 — M 2000 is for motorcycle use
only)

* Snell SA2005 (again ensure that the helmet is SA 2005 not M 2005)

 SFI 31.1Aand SFI 31.2A (ensure that the “A” is present in the label — without it the
helmet is out of date)

» BS6658-85 type A/IFR (red label - if it is blue the helmet is out of date).

For National events held under British RAC MSA jurisdiction, the above helmets are
acceptable plus;

* SFI 31.1 and SFI 31.2

* BS 6658-85 type A (the one with the blue label)

Please note that for 2006 the Snell SA 95 is NOT acceptable for National events held
under British RAC MSA jurisdiction.

Note well that events that are National but held in European countries other than the
United Kingdom (NEAFP events), whilst they are “National” events, the safety require-
ments, and therefore the helmet requirements, are determined by the ASN of the
country in which the event is held.

FLAME RESISTANT CLOTHING

In circuit events, hill climbs and rally special stages entered on the International cal-
endar competitors must wear overalls; long underwear; a balaclava; socks and shoes
which are homologated to FIA 8856-2000 standard. All clothing which is homologat-
ed has affixed to it a label which will state the FIA Homologation standard. If it
doesn’t say “2000" then it isn’t acceptable.

Also required are gloves which are homologated to FIA 8856-2000 standard. It is rec-
ommended that drivers of single seater cars have gloves of a high visibility colour
which contrasts with the predominant colour of the car so that the driver can clearly
draw the attention of the race starter in case of difficulties.

This homologation standard will be shown by the label (on the back of the collar of the
overalls — elsewhere on the other items). Any embroidery sewn directly to the over-
alls must be stitched on to the outermost layer only and the thread, used for stitching
embroidery or sewing badges to the overalls must be flame-proof, as must the back-
ing material for the badges (for full details see Appendix 1 of the FIA 8856-2000
Standard on www.fia.com ).

Should a circulatory cooling system for the overalls be contemplated, it should be
noted that any cooling substance is restricted to water or air at atmospheric pressure.
Any system that requires the overalls to be saturated in water to function is
prohibited.

SEAT BELTS

Any pre 1966 single seat racing car fitted with a roll over bar must have as a mini-
mum, a 4 strap harness, each strap having a minimum width of 2" (50mm) which com-
plies with Article 253.6 of Appendix “J" of 1993.

Please note that for events held under British RAC MSA jurisdiction all cars which
were mandated to be fitted with seat belts must now be fitted with seat belts which
comply with FIA Homologation Standards.

FIRE EXTINGUISHERS

All cars competing abroad must have as a minimum a hand held fire extinguisher
which may NOT use Halon. It is recommended that an extinguishing system homolo-
gated by the FIA in accordance with the currentAppendix “J” Technical List 16 is used.
For further information see www.FIA.com. For events held under British RAC MSA
jurisdiction ALL cars, immaterial of age, must carry as a minimum a hand held instru-
ment using AFFF of no less than 1.75 litres capacity. Alan Putt
