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“A Day” for Pensions — Are You Ready?

There is now under a year left to prepare for the new Penfsion
Simplification regime which will be effective from 6th April 2006
also known as “A Day".

A Day will see the biggest changes to pension planning sincg the
1950s. All 8 existing pension regimes will be swept away and ¢ne,
simplified set of rules will be applied across all pension types.|As

ever, there will be opportunities for those forewarned but also|pit

falls for the unwary - all of us will be affected, whether in a positjve
or a negative way. In this first article we look at the potential pit
falls.

Act before April 6th 2006 to avoid:

55% tax charge we will each be given a pension “lifetim
allowance” (initially set at £1.5m). A “recovery charge” of 55% w|
be applied to pension fund balances over the lifetime allowance.
Anyone who is in danger of exceeding, or has already excedded,
the lifetime allowance should take professional advice as to What
their options are. By acting before A Day it is possible to profect
the full fund, whatever the value, from the tax charge. Be aware
that the net will also catch those without a “fund” in the obviqus
sense - there will be a formula to calculate a notional fund for f|nal
salary scheme members for instance.

Restricted tax free cashafter A Day no more than 25% of an
new contributions to your pension fund may be taken as tax[free
cash (TFC). Many existing pensions will allow individuals to take
up to 100% of their existing fund as a tax free cash sum. For Jome
individuals there are opportunities to exploit this tax saving [by
investing this year for high levels of TFC. However, for other
schemes it may prove difficult to preserve existing rights to high
levels of TFC if action is not taken before A Day. Equally, wherejan
existing scheme has a low or nil provision for TFC currently, it may
be sensible to delay retirement until after A Day when 25% of the
fund can be taken.

Restricted borrowing: at the moment Self Invested pensiops
permit borrowing of up to 3 times the fund value to buy asgets
such as commercial property. After A Day new loans will be capped
at 50% of the fund value in all cases. Act now on any propdsed
transactions.

In our next article we will take a more positive look at some of the
opportunities that the Pension Simplification changes will bring —
including:

Bonhams' first two Wine, Port & Spirits Sales of
2005 displayed the continuing strength in the mar-
ket for mature claret. 1982 remains the most high-
ly sought after vintage, with Chateau Margaux
reaching £3,630, Chateau Latour £4,345 and
Petrus £13,750, all per dozen. Petrus is the most
highly sought after claret in the auction room - a
bottle of the 1948 vintage from a Belgium cellar,
and in impeccable condition, climbed to £1,210
(estimate £600-700) in the April sale. In the same
sale, a case of Petrus 1989 reached £9,020 and
the 1994 vintage almost £3,000 per dozen, whilst
the 1988 made £2,145 and the 2000 £5,390, both
for cases of 6 bottles in February. Provenance
and good storage are essential to achieve top
prices at auction and two excellent private cellars
were sold in April with demand for classed growth
claret from the golden decade of the 1980's
attracting many bids — Chateau Leoville-Lascases
1986 sold for £1320 and Lynch Bages 1986 at
£770 per dozen. Demand for the 1990 vintage
continues to be strong with Chateau Léoville
Poyferre being knocked down at £825 per dozen
and Carruades de Lafite just short of £400 in
February.

The demand for old and rare bottles has been
exceptionally strong, as these wines are rarely
obtainable outside the auction room and many
prices have been well above estimate. Many of
these wines are bought as anniversary presents
and the secret is to buy ahead. 40, 50 and 60 year
old wines from the 1945, 1955 and 1965 vintages
are expensive, so if you have an important birth-
day in 2006 or 2007, now is the time to start look-
ing! In the April sale, 6 bottles of Marques de
Riscal's Reserva Rioja from 1946 hit almost dou-
ble the top estimate at £440 and three lots of
Royal Oporto Colheita 1937 Port also went for
double their top estimate at nearly £60 per bottle.

Our sales continue to be strong in wines from the
Rhone and Italy as well as Champagne. The
February sale included 150 lots from an Oxford
restaurant with 6 bottles of Hermitage La Chapelle
1978 from Jaboulet selling for £1540. Giacomo
Conterno’s legendary Monfortino Riserva Barolo
does not often appear on the market, and an
excellent private collection attracted a good deal
of interest in February, with 6 magnums of 1952
vintage making £900 and 4 bottles of 1955 over
£600. A case of Gaja's Barbaresco Sori Tildin
1997 reached £1540 in April. Mature Champagne
remains consistently successful, if in good condi-
tion - a bottle each of Dom Perignon from 1971
and 1990 vintages sold for £297 in February, over
twice the low estimate.

Port remains a mainstay of the auction room and
demand is always stronger in the second part of
the year for drinking vintages. A large parcel of
1977 Sandeman has already been consigned for
sale.
