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Head Restraint (HANS device)

The paragraph below has been published in
the latest FIA Bulletin

Amendment to Appendix L, Chapter 111,
Article 3 — HEAD RESTRAINT

3.3 Future requirements concerning the oblig-
atory use of head restraints

Wearing a head restraint approved by the FIA
will be mandatory for the drivers and co-driv-
ers in international events as follows:

In all FIA championships, trophies, cups and
challenges - from 1 Jan 2008

In all events entered on the FIA International,
Sporting Calendar - from 1 Jan 2009

An exception is made for historic cars, on
board which the wearing of an FIA approved
head restraint system is recommended.

For other cars in which for technical reasons it
is impracticable to fit the FIA approved head
restraint system, it will be possible to apply for
a waiver to the FIA Safety Commission.
