As we have indicated in previous newslet-
ters the current FIA Historic Vehicle
Identity Forms become obsolete at the end
of next year (2006). The new forms
(Historic Technical Passports) require
vehicles to be inspected before issue.
Martin Grant Peterkin is one of the MSA
authorised signatories to these forms cov-
ering all pre-war cars and Grand Prix cars
manufactured before 1966. As he has
seen most of the HGPCA cars at our com-
petitions, it may be possible for him to
complete the documentation without a fur-
ther inspection.

Knighthood Sid Watkins?

Professor Sid Watkins was, for 25 years, Formula 1's chief medical officer and has been
responsible for saving the lives of many drivers and other people at grand prix events. He has
worked tirelessly for motorsport safety as head of the FIA expert advisory safety committee. In
addition to his work in Formula 1, he has also been one of the world's most respected neuro-
surgeons and the founder of the world respected Brain and Spine Foundation.

He deserves a knighthood and a petition is being compiled on the internet as the first stage in
a campaign to achieve this. It is too late for the forthcoming New Years Honours list, but they
aim to secure a knighthood for Sid Watkins in the 2006 New Years honours list (31st December
2006). Failing that, at the very latest, the June 2007 Queen's Birthday honours list.

* Online petition with at least 20,000 signatures from F1 employees and fans who feel
Sid Watkins deserves a knighthood.

* When a suitable number of signatures is collected, press releases will be sent out to
the relevant F1 and non-F1 media.

* Letters sent to MP's who have an interest in motorsport and to the sports minister.
We encouraging F1 fans to do so. (a list will be published on this site)

* Publish a link to the Department Of Culture site, where people can fill in nomination
forms.

* The petition will be printed, then presented to Culture Secretary, Tessa Jowell, who is
responsible for the honours list.

* Political lobbying.

The campaign is currently at Stage 1 and aims to be at Stage 2 and 3 by Christmas, and Stage
