
The HGPCA at Donington over
the May Bank Holiday weekend

As members will be aware, the HGPCA is
part of a triumvirate called Grand Prix Events
(GPE) which also includes our sponsors,
Arbuthnot Latham Private Bank and the
Grand Prix Masters series. We (GPE) are
planning to start the 2007 season with a spe-
cial historic race meeting at Donington circuit
on the bank holiday weekend of 4th - 7th
May. This will be a competitor friendly event
planned and organised by ourselves in con-
junction with Grand Prix Masters; our princi-
ple objective will be to ensure that the week-
end is thoroughly enjoyed by our members
and competitors. In addition, our agreement
with the circuit should ensure that there is a
financial return to the Association. Further
details will be announced as plans are made
but, to all members, make a note of this
date in your diary as the absolute deadline
for that winter rebuild you’re planning!
(It should be noted that the Association is not
planning to be involved, or support, the other
event at Donington in May – namely, Grand
Prix Live)

The rest of the programme of races for next
year is still being decided, however, some
dates of events which the Association will be
supporting are already confirmed. We will be
supporting the second historic race meeting
at Porto on the weekend of 13th/15th July;
we will be supporting the S i l v e r s t o n e
Classic meeting on the 27th/29th July; we
will almost certainly return to Pau at the end
of May, to the Oldtimer at the Nurburgring
in early August and, hopefully, Brno in early
September.

As usual, it is planned to have firm calendar
of events ready to be issued at our Annual
Lunch in December.

The Vintage Sports-Car Club’s SeeRed meeting is
the highlight of their racing year and, with 2007
being the 100th anniversary of Grand Prix car rac-
ing, they chose to celebrate the occasion by get-
ting a very large number of Grand Prix racing cars
(over sixty), covering the period of the 1920s to
the 1980s, on the track for a photo shoot on
Thursday, afternoon and then holding racing
events for them over the Saturday and Sunday.
The Association supported the event with two
grids of cars, a grid of pre 1966 rear-engine Grand
Prix cars and, in conjunction with the VSCC, a
grid of pre 1961 Grand Prix cars racing for the
Flockhart Trophy. The latter race attracted a very
good entry such that we had four reserves – very
necessary on the day as there were a number of
non-starters. In the pre 1966 grid, we had invited
Formula Junior cars to join the race; they made a
welcome addition to this grid as they had done at
the Silverstone Classic. For both grids, practice
was on Saturday afternoon with the racing on
Sunday afternoon and, in the case of the pre 1966
grid, the very last race on Sunday evening!

As is customary, the Red Truck was set-up to pro-
vide hospitality and a base for members. I t
proved particularly useful on Friday and Sunday
morning. After a glorious day of testing on
Thursday, Friday proved miserably wet. Then, on
Sunday morning at about 9.30, for twenty min-
utes there was a torrential downpour, which, if
nothing else, washed the circuit of vintage oil! As
well as shelter from the rain, the Red Truck was
used to prov ide a superb BBQ on Saturday
evening for all the members present (and a num-
ber of uninvited guests) and then again on
Sunday an excellent lunch for both grids. Our
grateful thanks to Stella and Sarah Lucas for all
their work in feeding us, Veronica Attwood for
those fabulous burgers and to Mike Williams and
Christopher Mann for their sterling cheffing skills
at the BBQ.
Two changes took place from the published pro-
gramme prior to practice for the Flockhart
Trophy race, John Clark was confirmed as the
driver of David Wenman’s Aston Martin DBR4
allowing a grinning Barry Cannell to be let loose
in John’s red Cooper T43; also, Nick Wigley’s

Connaught was still awaiting new pistons so he
borrowed the Cooper Bristol of Michael Parr –
with great success. The pace was set in practice
by Philip Walker in his Lotus 16, a second faster
than Barrie Williams in David Wenman’s beautiful
Maserati 250F. Third fastest was Rod Jolley in the
Monza Lister but, very sadly, on his third lap of
practice his rear wheel and Erika Pilkington’s
Cisitalia front wheel made contact, causing them
both to non-start. In fourth place was Tony Smith
in the Dino Ferrari; he too was to non-start in the
race with a dropped valve (Tony was fortunately
able to substitute his P3 Alfa Romeo for the
Sunday race). This elevated Michael Steele to
third on the grid in his C Type Connaught.
Leading class 5 was Nick Wigley - a tenth of a sec-
ond faster than Paul Grant’s similar car; Marc
Valvekens was fastest in class 6 in the Gordini
with Richard Pilkington’s Talbot leading class 2.
A late addition to the pre 1966 grid was Simon
Hadfield driving Irvine Laidlaw’s Brabham BT7;
very successfully as it turned out as he was over
two seconds faster in practice than second placed
car, the Lotus 18 of Michael Schryver. John Clark
had his Cooper T51 in third place whilst Gary
Pearson was fourth driving the red T51 Cooper
for Andrew Garner. Not so lucky was John
Harper; on lap six he had the nose of his

Brabham BT7 removed by a similar car overtak-
ing him, causing the car to have to be withdrawn.
John, in his inimitable way, arranged for the old
faithful Cooper to be wheeled out for next day’s
race. Seventh fastest on the grid was the class

leading Cooper T66 of Sid Hoole just in front of
class 10 leader, Alan Baillie. Tony Ditheridge was
fastest in class 9.
Fortunately, both HGPCA races were in the after-
noon by which time the track had completely

on the grid to be holding third place after one
lap but was dropping back a little from the flying
Williams. Tony Smith had received permission to
substitute his P3 Alfa for the sick Ferrari and,
starting from the back of the grid, was soon mix-
ing it with the much more modern cars. Mid-
field, Ian Nuthall’s Alta and Barry Cannell in John
Clark’s Cooper were having a close race as were
Marc Valvekens’s Gordini, Richard Pilkington’s
Talbot and David White’s Cooper Bristol (until
he retired on lap 8). The two little 1500cc
Coopers of Scotty  Tay lor and Harvey Sykes
lapped consistently close together, usually with
Harvey in the front but the final results show that
the Australian was first across the line. (congrat-
ulations to Scotty) Almost the best race of the
grid was the battle between Nick Wigley and Paul
Grant both in Cooper Bristol cars – lap after lap
they crossed the start line less than a second
apart. Allan Miles race came to an end when the
gravel at Redgate claimed another victim – for-
tunately only pride was damaged!  Such a shame
now that the car is finally ‘on song’.
At 5.30 on Sunday afternoon the 29 cars making
up the grid for the pre 1966 race were flagged
away. An excellent start by Alan Baillie from the
fourth row of the grid was wasted when a slow
star ting Cooper lef t him no track space at
Redgate corner and Alan spun the car, receiving
a knock on the rear suspension in the process
and retiring. (he was able to watch the rest of the
race in the comfort of Suite 23 which had been
provided for members and guests to shelter
from the weather and see the entire circuit on
CCTV).  In the ensuing cloud of dust and dirt
that this incident raised, Richard Attwood very
wisely backed off with his BRM to such an extent
that he was last at the end of lap one. Simon
Hadfield led the race, John Clark was second,
Michael Schryver third with Gary Pearson fourth.
On lap three, John was fourth only to retire a lap
later when the Cooper tried to fly – the engine
cover broke open lifting the back of the car off
the track! Mid –field a close race developed
between Dan Collins in the Lotus 21 and one of
the invited Formula Junior cars, Simon Diffey in
the Lotus 20. This was resolved when spins sep-
arated them. Also enjoying a very close race were
the F1 Lotus 18 of Christopher Mann, the FJ
Lotus 18 of John Delane and Chris Bullimore’s
Cooper T53.  So ended an excellent weekend of
racing with everyone looking forward to good
weather in France for the final meeting of the
year at Val de Vienne.  If you’ve not yet entered,
there’s still a chance for you to be on the grid if
you contact Head Office immediately.

Too
late to take the green flag lap for the Flockhart
Trophy race, Spike Milligan had to start from the
pit-lane (after it was found that these
Connaught cars start better when the master
switch is turned on!). At the front of the race,
Barrie Williams made an excellent start to lead
into Redgate corner but this lead was short lived
as, by the end of the first lap, the Lotu s 16 of
Philip Walker was in the lead, a position that was
not seriously challenged throughout the race.

The Monterey Historic A utomobile Races at
Laguna Seca in northern California is, essentially,
the A merican equivalent of the Goodwood
Revival, only without the dressing up and with
more sunshine. Every year, organizer Steve Earle
honors a chosen marque, deciding on Cooper for
the 2006 event, run on August 19th and 20th. Rod
Jolley spearheaded the shipment of a bunch of
cars across the Atlantic to join American Cooper
enthusiasts for both the Historics and the Pre-
Historic meeting that occurs the weekend before
the main event. Rod deserves a lot of credit for
getting the cars over from Europe, because the
event would have been light on Coopers if he
hadn’t!
To anyone who’s used to no-holds-barred his-
toric racing in Europe, Steve Earle’s pre-event
pep talk is a bit of an eye opener. Julian Bronson
nearly choked in one of the driver’s meetings
when he heard that you would be black flagged
for going too far sideways. “Isn’t that the point,”
he said, once he had recovered his composure.
Actually, the front runners race hard at Laguna,
but Steve Earle holds the view that banging
wheels and bending cars isn’t the aim of the exer-
cise. 
The Pre-Historic weekend proved to be a bit of a
disaster for a number of HGPCA members who
had brought their cars over. Most of the Coopers
were delivered directly to Laguna Seca, but the
Cooper-Bristols of Paul and Mary Grant ended up
stranded at Oakland, where the customs officials
only released them after a large bond had been
posted—and after the Pre-Historics finished.
Mark Clubb was unable to get out of London in
time for the Pre-Historics, thanks to the travel
chaos following the alleged bomb plot in mid-
August. He made it out for the Historics, but
missed the valuable track time that you get the
previous weekend. Finally, Barry Cannell suc-
cumbed to a vicious bowl of fish soup, the result
being a nasty illness that affected his balance. To
compound his problems, the Lowline Cooper
broke a driveshaft when he finally  felt well

enough to drive it. Luckily, Rod had brought out
plenty of spares, which were used by Barry’s crew
and American Tom Byrnes, who threw a drive-
shaft in his one-off type 62 Tasman Cooper in the
second race for pre-’66 single seaters.
The first race of the actual Monterey Historics to
feature HGPCA members was Group 1A, a mixed
bag of cars made before World War 2. Rodney
Smith’s ERA R2A dutifully ran off and hid with
Peter Giddings finishing second in his Alfa 8C
sports car. Among the other runners was a Ford
Model T Speedster!
Group 3A was for 1951-63 Formula Junior and
500-cc F3 cars. HGPCA members running in this
race included Richard Utley in his JBS, Roy Walzer
in a T67 Cooper, Alan Baillie in Doug Mockett’s
T56 Cooper, and Ned Spieker in his Lotus 22.
Local ace Jimmy Domingos outran everyone in
his type 59 Cooper, however, with Walzer being
the best HGPCA driver in fourth. Simon Smith
did a terrific job to qualify his T56 Cooper third
on his first visit to the track, but suffered a broken
driveshaft in qualifying and the repair didn’t hold
up for the race.

Perpetual schoolboy Barrie Williams pedalled
Dick Skipworth’s Cooper Monaco in the Group
4A race for big capacity late-1950s sports racing
cars, but even Whizzo couldn’t do anything about
the flying Rob Walton in a very grunty Lister-
Chevy. Don Orosco was leading the Cooper until
a spin, while Peter Neumark did a good job to
bring his Cooper Jaguar in eleventh against a
bunch of much later and much more powerful
cars.
The feature race on Saturday was the pre-’66 sin-
gle seater event, race group 5A, which had three
Cooper Bristols (the Grants and Brian Horwood);
six T53 Lowlines (Mark Gillies in Rodney Smith’s
car , Mark L eonard, Francois Duret, Doug
Mockett, Terry Hefty, and Rudy Junco); Tom
Byrnes’s T62; the 2.5-liter T51s of Rod Jolley,
Steve Froines, and Roger M andveille (in the
Collier Collection UDT car); Tony Bailey’s ex-
Patsy Burt T59; Paul Busby’s F3 Cooper T82; and
a flotilla of earlier Cooper F2 cars. Steve Tillack’s
Lancia D50 and Bruce McCaw’s P25 BRM, with
Murray Smith up, were a bit outclassed among
this lot. Barry Cannell should have been out in

this race, but his car’s final drive cried enough
in qualifying.
Byrnes got the jump on poleman Gillies at the
start, but broke his repaired driveshaft after a
lap of robust defence in the lead. Gillies then
led to the flag with Rod Jolley behind in the
earlier works GP car. Paul Grant went superbly
to be the first front-engined car home, despite
his lack of track time.

They finished in that order,
but the lead changed several times—M ark
deserves special credit because he hadn’t seen
the track until Thursday, whereas Adrian had
raced at Laguna before and Rob really knows his
way around the place. Ollie Crosthwaite
brought his Bobtail in eighth, sliding the car
with aplomb through the fast Turn Four. He
was rewarded with one of the Rolex awards for
outstanding performance in his race group.

The Association will not be
able to accept any entry of a car in 2007 unless an HTP has been issued for
the vehicle.
